Follow the directions on the box.  Place 
wings on serving platter and enjoy! 

Beer & Cheese Soup (8 servings)

Sautee onions and garlic in butter in large soup pot until onions are opaque.  Add one 
of the bottles of beer and bring to a soft boil.  After 5 minutes add all of chicken broth 
except for ¼ cup, fresh basil, and bring soup back to a boil.  Lower heat to medium-low 
and simmer.
Combine flour with remaining chicken broth and stir until smooth- set aside.
Add half and half and cheese to the soup.  Stir constantly until cheese melts, then 
slowly stir in flour mixture, making sure there are no lumps.
Simmer covered on low heat for one hour or transfer to crock pot for 2-3 hours on low 
heat before serving.  Stir occasionally.  Salt and Pepper to taste.
Add second bottle of beer right before serving.  Garnish with popcorn and crispy 
crumbled  bacon (optional).
* If you like a thinner soup, add 1-2 additional cups of chicken broth.

4 cups or 1 (32 oz) box of  chicken broth*
6 tbsp flour
4 cups half and half or cream
8 cups shredded (natural) sharp cheddar cheese
Fresh Ground Pepper
Bag buttered microwave popcorn
Bacon (optional)

1 stick butter
1 cup chopped onion
1 tbsp minced garlic
3-4 leaves fresh basil 
2 tsp worcestershire sauce
2 bottles Land Shark Lager 
(or golden beer of your choice)

Jerk Shrimp Pizza

Preheat oven according to the instructions on the pizza crust package.
Cook the shrimp according to the package directions, chop the shrimp into roughly 
¼ inch pieces, save the sauce and set aside.  Grease a cookie sheet or pizza pan 
with olive oil or non-stick spray, lay your pizza crust on the pan and cover with the 
sliced Fontina cheese.  Bake for HALF the crust cooking time, remove from the oven. 
Sprinkle the remaining ingredients including the shrimp and sauce evenly over the 
crust.  Bake for the remaining cook time or until cheese starts to bubble.
Slice in squares and SERVE!
